The Second Lesson



1 Peter 2:2-10
Lector: A reading from the first letter of Peter
Like newborn infants, long for the pure, spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow into salvation— if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is good.

Come to him, a living stone, though rejected by mortals yet chosen and precious in God’s sight, and like living stones, let yourselves be built into a spiritual house, to be a holy priesthood, to offer spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ. For it stands in scripture:

“See, I am laying in Zion a stone,
a cornerstone chosen and precious;

and whoever believes in him will not be put to shame.”

To you then who believe, he is precious; but for those who do not believe,

“The stone that the builders rejected
has become the very head of the corner”,

and

“A stone that makes them stumble,
and a rock that makes them fall.”

They stumble because they disobey the word, as they were destined to do.

But you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, God’s own people, in order that you may proclaim the mighty acts of him who called you out of darkness into his marvelous light.

Announcements
MUSIC IN TODAY’S LITURGY: Through the great 50 days of Easter (Easter Day through Pentecost—May28) we will use more festive service settings than in Ordinary Time.  All are encouraged to participate as worshippers through song, as we are invited to do by the Psalmists in Holy Scripture.  All of the music here at St. John’s—hymns, responses, anthems, instrumental offerings (Prayers do not need words)—is selected to coordinate and amplify the themes of the lessons and prayers appointed for each Lord’s Day, and are offered as prayer to God and proclamation of the gospel.  The choir chants the Psalm  today in a setting by Henry Purcell (1659– 1695), an English composer of the early Baroque Period whose msical style was distinctly Englash rather than continental.  The Offering Anthem is by Johannes Brahms (1833–1897), a German composer, pianist, and conductor of the mid-Romantic era.  This anthem is the fourth and central movement of Brahms’ A German Requiem, which is a setting of various scripture texts—this movement is Psalm 84:1-2, 4—but not the text of the Requiem Mass propers.  The Communion Motet is a brief setting of Psalm 34:8 by Ralph Vaughan Williams (1872–1958), an important and influential English composer.  This Motet was originally composed for the coronation of Queen Elizabeth II in 1953.  The Organ Prelude is based on today’s Processional Hymn tune.  It is by David Lasky  (b. 1957), and American composer and organist. Since 1981, he has been organist and director of music at St. Cecilia’s Church in Leominster, Massachusetts.  The Organ Postlude is a reflection on today’s final hymn tune.  The setting was composed by Kevin Norris (1939-1991), an American composer and organist.  

ST. JOHN’S CHOIR has openings for—and is eager to add—additional volunteer singers in all voice parts.   Rehearsals are Sunday mornings at 9:00 AM.  There are no musical auditions, but a get-acquainted meeting with Minister of Music, Bill Clisham, in necessary for placement and orientation.  If you are interested or know of someone who may be interested, please see Bill Clisham after the Postlude any Sunday morning, or at Coffee Hour following the 10:30 Eucharist.
