The Lord appeared to Abraham by the oaks of Mamre, as he sat at the entrance of his tent in the heat of the day. He looked up and saw three men standing near him. When he saw them, he ran from the tent entrance to meet them, and bowed down to the ground. He said, “My lord, if I find favor with you, do not pass by your servant. Let a little water be brought, and wash your feet, and rest yourselves under the tree. Let me bring a little bread, that you may refresh yourselves, and after that you may pass on—since you have come to your servant.” So they said, “Do as you have said.” And Abraham hastened into the tent to Sarah, and said, “Make ready quickly three measures of choice flour, knead it, and make cakes.” Abraham ran to the herd, and took a calf, tender and good, and gave it to the servant, who hastened to prepare it. Then he took curds and milk and the calf that he had prepared, and set it before them; and he stood by them under the tree while they ate.

Priest: The gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to Matthew People: Glory to You Lord Christ

Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and proclaiming the good news of the kingdom, and curing every disease and every sickness. When he saw the crowds, he had compassion for them, because they were harassed and helpless, like sheep without a shepherd. Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are few; therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out laborers into his harvest.”

Then Jesus summoned his twelve disciples and gave them authority over unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to cure every disease and every sickness. These are the names of the twelve apostles: first, Simon, also known as Peter, and his brother Andrew; James son of Zebedee, and his brother John; Philip and Bartholomew; Thomas and Matthew the tax collector; James son of Alphaeus, and Thaddaeus; Simon the Cananaean, and Judas Iscariot, the one who betrayed him.

These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: “Go nowhere among the Gentiles, and enter no town of the Samaritans, but go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel. As you go, proclaim the good news, ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ Cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers, cast out demons. You received without payment; give without payment.

Announcements
MUSIC IN TODAY’S LITURGY: Today is the Third Sunday after Pentecost; we are in “ordinary time”.  Just as on  high holy feast days, in ordinary time all the music here at St. John’s—hymns, responses, anthems, instrumental offerings—is selected to coordinate and amplify the themes of the lessons and prayers appointed for each Lord’s Day and are offered as prayer to God and/or as proclamation of the gospel.  The choir chants the Psalm today in a setting by William Crotch (1775–1847), an English composer and organist (Christ Church, Oxford), and Professor of Music at Oxford University.  The Offering Anthem is chorus from the Oratorio: St. Paul by Felix Mendelssohn (1809–1847), a German composer, pianist, organist, and conductor of the early Romantic period.  Mendelssohn's compositions include symphonies, concerti, piano and organ music, and much Church music, composed after his conversion to Reformed Christianity.  The Organ Prelude is an extended free composition by Frazer Gartshore (b. 1973), a Scotsman who has emigrated to Germany where he is organist at 3 churches in the Westerwald region. It explores the full range of dynamics (soft and loud) available to the instrument.  The Postlude is a very brief and very quiet setting of our Retiring Procession Hymn tune.  The setting is by Jim Lansing, a contemporary American music teacher in Michigan.  Consider this meditation to be an introverted follow-up to the final verse of the hymn.

ST. JOHN’S CHOIR has openings for—and is eager to add—additional volunteer singers in all voice parts.   Rehearsals are Sunday mornings at 9:00 AM.  The current Choir Season ends on St. John’s Day, Sunday, June 25; but we are also interested in discussing the 2023-2024 Choir Season.  There are no musical auditions, but a get-acquainted meeting with Minister of Music, Bill Clisham, in necessary for placement and orientation.  If you are interested or know of someone who may be interested, please see Bill Clisham after the Postlude any Sunday morning, or at Coffee Hour following the 10:30 Eucharist.
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St. John’s will be hosting a Watch Party for the Consecration and Installation of Bishop-Elect Rev. Canon Dr. Sally French on Saturday, June 24. The Service starts at 10 am, so the Parish Hall will be open at 9:30 for some food and fellowship before the service starts. After the service, we will have lunch available. We will be able to celebrate this historic occasion together!
